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La transmisién del pensamiento platdnico, particularmente, su
doctrina sobre la existencia de los universales o Ideas separadas, a
través de los escritos de Aristételes ha sido siempre objeto de
controversia y no siempre se ha apostado por la fidelidad del
Estagirita. Ni por su desinterés. El autor ha trabajado intensamente en
la resolucién de este enigma histérico, empleando a fondo el analisis
de los mismos recursos estilisticos. Esto dio origen al libro que,
publicado por primera vez en 1983, ha sido reeditado y puesto al dia
nuevamente. El autor ha afiadido un apéndice, con el que confirma sus
teorias anteriores estrechamente dependientes de los textos mismos e
introduce sosiego y perspectivas en la vie-ja y, a veces, agria
polémica. Historiadores de la filosofia, filologos y también historiadores
de las matematica y los mismos tedlogos podran encontrar un material
util y esclarecedor.

English Translation:

The transmission of the platonic thought, particularly its doctrine
on the existence of universal or separate Ideas through writings of
Aristotle, has always been a subject of controversy and it has not
always been met by the fidelity of the Stageirian, nor by its lack of
interest. The author has worked intensely on the resolution of this
historical enigma using a thorough analysis of the same stylistic
resources. This gave rise to the book, which was published for the first
time in 1983, and has since been reedited and republished. The author
has added an appendix, with which he confirms his previous theories,
closely employing the same texts and introducing calmness and
perspective in the old, and sometimes bitter controversy. Historians of
philosophy, philology, as well as historians of mathematics and the
same theologians will be able to find this material useful and
enlightening.
